2-hr Sea Kayaking Initiation
This course is a great way to discover the basics of kayaking. Participants 
learn how to paddle effectively and control their kayak. Boat entry, basic 
strokes, braces and required safety equipment are covered. (No flipping 
over) $40 per person.
	
Lachine Canal Historic Guided Tour
Join our experienced guides as they recount the long and fascinating 
history of this cradle of industrialization. Opened in 1825 to facilitate 
shipping into the interior of North America, this 14.5 km long canal consists 
of five sets of locks stretching from its entrance above the Lachine
Rapids to its exit in Montreal’s Old Port. Add 40$ per hour for each guide.
 
*Tours can be done in our 13-passenger Voyageur canoes or in individual and tandem kayaks. 
We stay in a 3 km stretch between locks 3 & 4 in the Voyageur Canoe. There is a potential 
to portage the locks in kayaks and go to the Old Port for participants 16 years old and over.  
Minimum two hours required. One guide per 8 kayaks or one Voyageur canoe. 
 
Note: Prices are valid weekdays before 4 pm only. May-September. Regular rates apply the rest of the 

time.
